CHASING AND REPOUSSE
WORKSHOP

Emie Stewart

Chasing and repousse is coming to AGMC! Thisis a
technique of exploiting the plasticity of metal to
create a raised, relief design in sheet metal by using a
hammer and punches to push it out from the back
side (firepoussed) and creating fine detail from the
front side (fichasingd). The technique dates back to
the Bronze Age (approximately 3500 1 1200 B.C.),
and was used by craftsmen in areas ranging from
Assyria, Mesopotamia, Greece, Rome, Nepal, India
and rococo Europe to produce masterpieces still
cherished today.

Dennis Peters will offer a demo on the technique on
Saturday, June 5, from 9:00 a.m. T noon. Those
interested in learning the technique can take Don
Whitneyds two- day class on making the punches,
which will be June 13 and June 20, and then take
Dennisds two-day class on actually using the
punches, which will be June 27 and July 11. You do
not have to take the demo in order to take the class.
If you already have the punches, you donit have to
take the punch-making class unless you want to learn
how to make those special punches you sometimes
need but cant find or dondt want to buy. However,
you will need your own punches and a hammer,
preferably a chasing hammer, in order to take the
chasing and repousse class taught by Dennis.

FIELD TRIPS

DIAMONDS? ALAS, NONE FOUND

On May 15, 2010, 18 members from the Arlington
Gem and Mineral Club trekked to Murfreesboro, AR
to dig for diamonds at the Crater of Diamonds State
Park. This is the only place in the United States that
currently is known to yield gem quality diamonds
and the only diamond mine in the world that is open
to the public for digging. On April 28, 2010, a
fourteen year old from New Hampshire found a 2.7
caret white diamond shaped like an ice cube.

In 1906 the farmer who owned the site found the first
diamonds. After a number of unsuccessful
commercial diamond mining ventures, the state of
Arkansas bought the area for a state park in 1972.
Now the Crater of Diamonds State Park is open to the
public. For $7 per adult per day you can dig from 8
am to 5 pm. Itds finders-keepers if you are fortunate
enough to find a diamond. The park staff will
identify your find to be a true diamond (or another
look alike), weigh and grade it plus certify that YOU
found the diamond at Crater of Diamonds.

| took the picture to above shortly after 9 am. The
digging field is in the caldera of an old volcano and
filamproliteo, the diamond bearing clay, is found
throughout the field. This photo does not show the
greenish color of the lamprolite. Also the park plows
the field of 37 Y2 acres regularly, thus breaking up
the lamprolite with the other clay. The plowing aids
in bringing diamonds to the surface. Alas none of
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
